Charitable Gift Annuities - You may give marketable securities, real estate, or cash, in exchangefor a fixed,
annual income, while reducing income and estate taxes, and avoiding capital gains taxes.

Charitable Remainder Trust - You may donate cash, marketable securities or real estate while reserving a
fixed or v ariable annuity payment for life or for a termofup to20 years. You may create an annuity for both
yourlife and that of someone else, such asyour spouse. These giftsreduce incomeand estatetaxes anddefer or
avoid capital gains taxes.

Charitable Lead Trust - You may create a trust that will benefit Montpelier with fixed or variableannual
payments for a term of y ears, after which the trust fund will gotoy our designated beneficiaries. These gifts
enable youtomakeverylarge giftstofamily membersand loved ones with little or nogift or state taxes. An
income taxdeduction may alsobe available.

RemainderInterestina Personal Residence or FarmYou may give your residence or farm to
Montpelier and retain lifetime use of the property for you and your spouse. These gifts permit you to continue
livinginyour home and/or operating your farm for the rest of y our life while receiving an immediate income
tax deduction for theremainder interest of the property and avoiding estate taxes.

Life Insurance - You may make Montpelier thebeneficiary of y our life insurance policies. If y ou make
Montpelier the owner or irrevocable beneficiary, such a gift will reduce income taxes by allowing you todeduct
your premium payments and possibly avoid estate taxes on the life insurance proceeds.
